WHEREAS, pursuant to ORS 366.514 and 366.762, Umatilla County
receives funds from the State of Oregon Department of
Transportation for bicycle paths and footpaths, which funds are
held in Program 4504 of Fund 204;                                 

WHEREAS the City of Stanfield requests the sum of $93,000 for
the City pedestrian street lighting project and purchase of and
installation of light fixtures for pedestrian lighting on Main
Street between Ball and Harding Avenues, following the Oregon
Department of Transportation’s project on Highway 395 to narrow it
to two lanes.

NOW THEREFORE the Board of Commissioners orders that the
expenditure of funds from the bicycle/footpaths funds is approved
in the amount of $93,000 to the City of Stanfield for the fiscal
year 2021/22.  If the funds are not used and expended by June  30,
2022, this authorization shall lapse and the funds may be used and
dedicated for other bicycle/footpath purposes.
